Those falls were the first thing to come to mind when I read
today’s scripture. Here in Acts, on a day when the Spirit of God
gushed out in an amazing way, Peter quoted a much older prophe-
cy from Joel 2:28-32.

See, he seems to say, this is what God said would happen. Both
men and women, regardless of age, will be positively drenched
with the presence and power of my Spirit. It’s too much to hold.
God cannot contain his love, but by its very nature it is shared with
all those who call on God’s name.

The birth of the church unleashed the pent-up intentions of God
toward us. In this new thing that God began in Jerusalem, we were
to be washed clean and also washed away—to the ends of the
earth—in order for the love of God to be shared with the world.
